guitar contributions by Don Felder, with exceptional accompanying guitar work by
Walzh. Felder has always admitted that even though he is a talented songwniter
and musician in his own right, that Joe Walsh always added the embellishments
and distinctive [2ads that made a guitar part memorable. This album is no
exception, Also appearing on this album is Joe's old friend and musical cohort,
Joe Vitale:

There are other little treasures on this album, including "Things," perfect after a
hard day at the office. "Down on the Farm," hilarious, with Joe's own special
brand of humaor, and "Rockets " which makes me ask aloud if others finally cee
that Henley was not the only intelligent romantic sensitive to come from the
Eagles. Let us not forget "Dreams” from "The Srmaoker You Orink, The Flayer You
Get," Jor's second selo effort after his days with The James Gang.
